For the period 1-31 December 2021 there were 51 incidents reported.  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

 
 
Thefts recorded the highest number of incidents (26) of which 3 were attempts only broken down as follows 
– theft of motor vehicle (1), theft out of motor vehicle (5), general theft (11), attempted theft (1), attempted 
theft out of motor vehicle (2), theft of cell phone (1), theft of car parts (3), theft of bicycle (1) and attempted 
theft of motor vehicle (1). 
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Other reported crimes were robberies / muggings (2), attempted mugging (1), armed robbery (1), malicious 
damage to property (2), burglary (5), burglary business (3), attempted burglary (2), attempted burglary 
business (1) and trespassing (6).  
 
Pro-active engagement (e.g. reports of suspicious activity / persons / vehicles) from the community 
is down compared to the previous month (13 reports, 20 less as received by the Control Room during 
November 2021).   

The OBSID public safety team are having to inform owners or residents of unlocked vehicles, open 
doors, and open garages or premises gates. OBSID’s public safety team recorded 224 proactive 
incidents this month.
